Additional Information on safety

1 Course and Safety
SPECIFIC REGULATIONS ARTICLE 25. Safety

In principle, only one lane of the left-hand side of the roads shall be used in this event. Therefore, riders and

drivers of all vehicles must strictly keep left, except in sections where the use of the entire width of roads is

allowed. In Japan, crossing yellow centre line is also prohibited by traffi ¢ regulations. Riders must obey

commissaires instructions regarding riding on public road.

Also, riders who have dropped a certain time behind the leading rider and are ordered to stop racing by the rear

gate vehicle must promptly do so and board the sag-wagon.

Police vehicles will accompany the motorcade for the safety of the event.

<Priority of vehicles for emergency service>

Emergency vehicles, such as police cars, fi re engines and ambulances, have the right of way. Therefore,

participants should draw to the left side and proceed slowly and with caution when such vehides approach.

<How to overtake on the road without yellow center line>

Make sure that there is no oncoming car by sounding alerting hormns and pass along the right side of the front car.

The penalty shall apply in case of the infringement in case of passing along the left side.

® ONLY LEFT SIDE of the road is permitted to use by Hokkaido Police. In case that there are 2 lanes on the left
side, you shall use the outside lane only. Crossing the YELLOW CENTER LINE is very dangerous and against
Japanese traffic law.  Please remind your team (riders and staff) of respecting this to maintain the safety of the
race.

® Every vehicle of the caravan is requested to keep the headlights on during the race.

® To ensure the safety of the race, the organizer allocates 7 motorcycle escorts who precede the race to control
the circulation of the caravan and prevent the access of the dangerous vehicles.

® Note that any vehidle cannot overtake the traffic control police car once it breaks away from the caravan.

® Participants shall respect the instruction of the officials and organizing staff regarding the circulation of the
caravan and parking at start / finish venues.

® Be sure to choose the right route at the intersection coming to the finish area in each stage. Except the riders
and some cars which can cross the finish line, caravan cars shall move forward to the other route leading directly
to the parking.

® Large wild animals such as "deer" may enter the course, so please follow the instructions.

2. Emergency Procedures

TECHNICAL GUIDE : Emergency Procedures

In the event of an accident, officials and riders must abide by the following procedures:

1 When arider has fallen and the injured rider or his team manager has decided that first-aid treatment by
doctors is necessary, a Commissaire should be notified and first-aid treatment should be provided.

2 The Commissaire shall call for an ambulance by reporting the location of the accident and the name and
number of the injured rider via competition radio.

3 All vehides preceding an ambulance rushing to an accident location shall make room by slowing down and
moving to the left side of the road.

4 The injured rider shall wait for the ambulance on the shoulder off the course.

5 Report an accident to the nearest police officer and receive instructions.

6 The state of the accident should be promptly reported to the Chief Commissaire, the Headquarters' car and
the Chairman of the General Affairs Committee.

Traffic accident

When third person is involved , inform the race headquarter about the accident with details as soon as possible, since
the organizer has to report this accident to the police.

Part 1 - General Aspects

A. Tour de Hokkaido 2023

The Tour de Hokkaido was initially held in 1987 as the first stage race in
Japan.

This year marks the thirty-seventh version of the Tour de Hokkaido -
including 2018, 2020 and 2021 event which was cancelled by earthquake
and COVID-19, and the twenty-seventh time as one of the international
races registered in the UCI (Union Cycliste Internationale).

Among bicycle races, a "stage race" is the grandest and most popular.
This event is held as a class-2 stage race registered to the UCI Asia
Tour, and is one of the greatest bicycle races in Japan. This race should
be highly evaluated as an event where UCI world ranking points and
continental ranking points, which are important for qualifying to World
Championships, are provided. The race aims to provide an opportunity
for Japanese leading riders striving for the world stage, to serve as an
arena for training young promising riders and to develop a wide range of
personnel involved with bicycle road races in Japan.

This event is designed to enhance tourism, contribute to the development
of industry, promote cultural development, and improve the quality of life,
health, and physical strength. The primary focus is on the citizens of
Japan, of Hokkaido in particular by utilizing Hokkaido's natural resources.
This event is also designed to promote bicycle sports and popular uses of
bicycles.

B. Vehicles for Each Team
The team vehicles must comply with UCI regulation 2.2.032 and 2.2.032
bis. Each team is allowed to use its own team car (1 car per team) in the
race convoy. The team that wishes to bring its team car is responsible for
the transportation expense between its home city and Asahikawa City.
The organizer can lend one car for oversea teams and domestic teams
that don’t have team car. These cars must be returned undamaged to the
designated place by the designated time after the end of event.
All stickers and advertisings on team vehicle should follow with specific
regulations separately stipulated, except those put by organizer.
Only registered team officials can ride in a team car. Riders who do not
take part in the event cannot ride in a team car in principle.
Driving a team car and taking care of the car is the responsibility of the
manager of each team. Drivers must hold driver's licenses effective in
Japan. The team must submit the requested documents (copy of licence
issued by own national federation and driving licence) by the designated
deadline set by the organizer. Should mechanical trouble or an accident
occur, the team manager must report to the person in charge. In principle,
the people using the car will accept any due responsibility for accidents.
When driving in the race convoy and parking at the starting/finishing area,
all drivers in charge must respect instructions of race administration and
commissaires, officials and organizing persons.
Place and time of fuel supply will be indicated at the team managers
meeting. Teams are required to show a fuel supply card, which will be
provided by the organizer, at designated stations within designated hours
to have fuel supplied for free.
Plates or stickers will be attached to each of various cars in the
motorcade in order to clearly indicate the car’s role.
In planning Tour de Hokkaido 2023, the organizer tried to minimize the
travelling distance from finishing points to starting points. However, the
following transfers are necessary:
Stage 1: From Hotel to Start area (Asahikawa Disaster Prevention
Center) of Stage 1: Approximately 15 minutes driving (7 km)
Stage 1: From Finish area of Stage 1 (Shintoku) to Hotel (Obihiro):
Approximately 60 minutes driving (56 km)
From Finish area of Stage 1 (Shintoku) to Hotel (Makubetsu):
Approximately 65 minutes driving (68 km)
Stage 2: From Hotel (Obihiro) to Start area of Stage 2 (Obihiro):
Approximately 10 minutes driving (2 km)
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From Hotel (Makubetsu) to Start area of Stage 2 (Obihiro):
Approximately 18 minutes driving (10km)

Stage 2: From Finish area of Stage 2 (Oketo) to Hotel (Kitami):
Approximately 35 minutes driving (36 km)

Stage 3: From Hotel (Kitami) to Start area of Stage 3 (Kitami):
Approximately 7 minutes driving ( 3 km)

Stage 3: From Finish area of Stage 3 (Tohma) to Hotel (Asahikawa):
Approximately 33 minutes driving (17km)
About any questions and requests concerning transportation of
teams, please ask officials in charge of teams.

C. First Aid Measures
The organizer will provide first aid on the scene during the event.
Participants will be responsible for any further treatment.

D. AD Card and Access Restriction

All persons who accompany the event must carry their Accreditation
cards in order to identify themselves and to be admitted into controlled
places, such as the areas around the starting and finish lines and the
Headquarters. AD cards will be handed out at the place designated by
the organizer.

The AD cards will be classified by color as follows:

Blue: Organizations of the Tour de Hokkaido (ORGANIZATION)

Pink Staffs (STAFF)

Red: Commissaires (COMMISSAIRE)

Orange: Guests (GUEST)
Green:  Press Personnel (PRESS)
Yellow:  Riders and Team Officials (TEAM)

E. COVID-19 Infections Disease Contro

The race will be held with Covid-19 countermeasures based on the
organizer and UCI, Teams, commissaire and all staff should comply with
the guidelines.

Part 2 - Technical Aspects

ARTICLE 1. Organization

The TOUR DE HOKKAIDO 2023 is organized by Tour de Hokkaido
Association under the regulations of the International Cycling Union. It
is to take place from September 8, 2023 to September 10, 2023 over 3
stages.

ARTICLE 2. Participation and Invitation Conditions

The TOUR DE HOKKAIDO 2023 is open to UCI Professional Continental
teams, UCI Continental teams, national teams, regional team/club teams
as per article 2.1.005 of the UCI regulations. As per article 2.2.003 of the
UCI regulations, teams must be formed of minimum 4 and maximum 5
riders.

The participating teams should meet the conditions stipulated in Article
2.1.005 of the UCI Regulations, and consist of 20 invited teams.

Teams selected to take part in the event should select riders and team
officials and register the team by July 11, 2023 at the latest.

Each team must consist of 5 riders, maximum 2 substitute riders, 3 or 4
team officials and maximum 2 substitute team officials, and must register
these personnel with the organizer at least 40 days before the race.

Each Japanese team has to bear own travel expenses (such as airfare
and railway fare) for the designated place of assembly and dispersion.
The overseas teams designated by the organizer, the organizer will bear
the part of travel expense according the organizer’s criteria.

Participants should stay at accommodations designated by the organizer.

ARTICLE 3. UCI Rankings

The event is in UCI Asia Tour class 2.2 and, in accordance with article
2.10.008 of the UCI regulations, points will be awarded as follows for
the UCI Elite and Under 23 Men’s UCI World Ranking/UCI Continental
Ranking:

40, 30, 25, 20, 15, 10, 5, 3, 3 and 3 points to the 10 first riders of the
final general classification.

+7, 3 and 1 points to the 3 first riders of a stage

+1 point to the leader of the General Individual Classification per stage
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ARTICLE 4. Race headquarters

List of locations of Headquarters for each stage will be provided in the
official program.

For All Stage:

(Start) From 7:30 until the race starts. (Finish) From 11:30 until the time
when the commissaires complete the duty.

ARTICLE 5. Information and Communiqué

Communiqués will be issued by Headquarters to transmit competition
results, various information, and directions to team officials, press
personnel and technical officials. After the closing of the Headquarters
at finishing points, an information desk set up in the accommodation for
Headquarters staff will provide such communiqués.

The organizer will offer information on various situations of the
competition at the Headquarters near finishing points.

Press must follow the directions for coverage stipulated in the official
program.

ARTICLE 6. License Control

Licence control is opened from 13:00 to 14:00 on 7th September at
Kagura Public Hall (2F) in Asahikawa City. Team representatives are
requested to confirm their starters and collect their body numbers/frame
plates at the licence control.

ARTICLE 7. Manager’s Meeting

The team managers' meeting, organized in accordance with article
1.2.087 of the UCI regulations, in the presence of the Members of the
Commissaires’ Panel, is scheduled at 14:30 on 7th September at Kagura
Public Hall (2F) in Asahikawa City..

ARTICLE 8. Radio Tour

Race information will be broadcast on the "Radio Tour" frequency
351MHz.

The organizer will provide a receiver that can receive orders in English
from the Chief Commissaire Car to all vehicles accompanying the
event. English and/or Japanese information on the competition will be
transmitted from the Commissaire or the person in charge of the event to
each vehicle through this radio circuit.

ARTICLE 9. Neutral Technical Support

The technical support service is handled by SHIMANO INC. and MAVIC
JAPAN INC.

The neutral support is taken care of by means of: Three Neutral vehicles
and one Neutral moto.

ARTICLE 10. Assembly at the Starting Area, Start of the Race

(1) Assembly at the Starting Area

Team cars should assemble and wait at the designated places by 30
minutes before starting time.

(2) Start of the Race

Riders should finish roll-call at PPO (Obligatorty Passing Point) by 15
minutes before starting time. Official announcements will introduce riders
who placed at the top of each classification in the previous stage. Riders
should move from assembly point to starting line in the order announced.
The period between the departure signal and the official start signal,
which will be given by the commissaire in charge, will feature a short
neutralized section. Therefore, riders should ride slowly after the
Commissaire's car.

ARTICLE 11. Refreshments

In principle, Riders should receive refreshment and drinks from their
team staff only at feed zones indicated by signboards in Stage 1, 2
and 3. Advance notices of feed zones are signposted 10 km and 2
km beforehand, in principle, by signboards. There are cases in which
these feed zones will not be established for such reasons as weather
alternatives. Only one or two team staff with license that will go to the
feed zones preceding the race may provide these supplies while at least
two team staff must always be in the team car.

Supply of food and drinks should always be conducted under the
supervision of the organizer. For riders who failed to receive supplies
from their team staff, the organizer may supply drinks.

As supply of refreshments aims to protect the safety and health of riders,
avoidance of dangerous actions or situations in feed zones, which
would undermine the aforementioned objective, should take priority over
feeding.
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Also, the throwing-away of a water bottle, a food bag and so on is
prohibited, except in the specified feed zone or litter zone.

ARTICLE 12. Closing of Finishing

Massed Start stages (Stage 1, 2 and 3) will be closed 20 minutes after
the winner finishes. In principle, riders who have dropped more than
a certain time behind the leading rider will not be regarded as having
finished the stage concerned. Riders who could not finish a Massed Start
Stage because they were too late for the closure of the stage or dropped
more than a certain time behind the leading rider will be eliminated from
all general individual classifications.

For all stages, riders who are disqualified or abandon the race will be
ruled out from all individual classifications, and may not take part in
subsequent stages.

The Chief Commissaire can refer to the Commissaires Panel and set up
exceptional measures for one or more riders who have suffered particular
misfortunes in the race. Riders, to whom relief measures are applied,
however, will be disqualified from the King of Mountains and Point Award.
Relief measures include approval of running the next stage, with penalty
time imposed.

ARTICLE 13. Abandonment and Disqualification

Riders who are disqualified or who abandon the race may not continue
racing nor follow the race, except for cases in which special permission is
given by the organizer.

Riders who are disqualified or abandon the race may not participate in
the subsequent stages, except for exceptions as stipulated in Article 12.

ARTICLE 14. Individual classification by time

The individual general classification on time is established by adding
up the times recorded for the stages, taking into account bonuses and
penalties — Article 2.6.014 of UCI Regulations.

The leader of the individual classification on time wears a leader’s jersey
(Malachite Green).

ARTICLE 15. Points Classification

The points classification is drawn up by totalling the points awarded at the
intermediate sprints and finish in each stage.

At the intermediate sprints of Stage 1 to 3:

5, 3 and 1 points to the first 3 riders classified.

At the finish of Stage 1 to 3:

25, 20, 16, 14, 12,10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 points to the first 15
riders classified.

The leader of the classification will wear a BLUE jersey.

In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI regulations, in the event
of a tie in the individual general classification of the points, the following
criteria shall be applied until the tie is broken:

1. Number of stage wins

2. Number of wins in the intermediate sprints

3. Final individual general classification by time.

To receive the prizes for the general classification, each competitor must
have completed the whole course of the race within the time limits set by
the regulations.

ARTICLE 16. Mountains / Climbers' classification

A Mountains/Climbers' classification is to be contested over the 7
counting climbs for this classification.

The following points are allocated for each category:

1st category (M1) climbs:

- to the 1st: 10 points
- to the 2nd: 8 points
- to the 3rd: 6 points
- to the 4th: 4 points
- to the 5th: 3 points
- to the 6th: 2 points
- to the 7th: 1 point
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2nd category (M2) climbs:

- to the 1st: 7 points
- to the 2nd: 5 points
- to the 3rd: 3 points
- to the 4th: 2 points
- to the 5th: 1 point

3rd category (M3) climbs:

- to the 1st: 5 points
- to the 2nd: 3 points
- to the 3rd: 2 points
- to the 4th: 1 point

4th category (M4) climbs:

- to the 1st: 3 points
- to the 2nd: 2 points
- to the 3rd: 1 point

A general classification will be drawn up by totalling the points scored on
all of the climbs counting for the Mountains/Climbers' classification. The
leader will wear a RED jersey.

In accordance with article 2.6.017 of the UCI regulations, in the event of
a tie in the individual general classification of the Mountains/Climbers, the
following criteria shall be applied until the tie is broken:

1. Number of first places in the highest category climbs

2. Number of first places on climbs in the next highest category and so on
3. Final individual general classification by time.

To receive the prizes for the general classification, each competitor must
have completed the whole course of the race within the time limits set by
the regulations.

ARTICLE 17. Team Classification

In accordance with in article 2.6.016 of the UCI regulations, the team
classification for the day shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of
the three best individual times from each team. In the event of a tie, the
teams are separated by the sum of the places acquired by their three best
times on the stage. In the event that the position is still tied, the teams are
separated by the placing of their best placed rider for the stage.

The team general classification shall be calculated on the basis of the
sum of the three best individual times from each team in each stage
ridden. In the event of a tie, the following criteria shall be applied in order
until the teams are separated:

1. Number of first places in the daily team classifications

2. Number of second places in the daily team classifications

Etc.

In the event that the position is still tied, the teams are separated by the
placing of their best placed rider in the individual general classification.
Any team reduced to fewer than three riders shall be eliminated from the
team general classification.

ARTICLE 18. U26 Team Classification

U26 team general classification shall be calculated on the basis of the
sum of the three best U26 (born since 1st January, 1998) riders’ individual
times from each team in each stage ridden. In the event of a tie, the
following criteria shall be applied in order until the teams are separated:
1. Number of first places in the daily team classifications

2. Number of second places in the daily team classifications

Etc.

In the event that the position is still tied, the teams are separated by
the placing of their best placed U26 rider in the individual general
classification.

Any team reduced to fewer than three U26 riders shall be eliminated from
U26 team general classification.

ARTICLE 19. Time bonuses

Time bonuses (applied only to the individual general classification as
article 2.6.019) are awarded for the following stages:

Stage 1, 2 and 3:

They are awarded for intermediate sprints and the stage finish. The time
bonuses awarded are as follows:

1) For each intermediate sprint, 3, 2 and 1 seconds are awarded to the 3
first riders classified respectively.

2) At the finish of each full stage, 10, 6 and 4 seconds are awarded to the
first 3 riders classified respectively.

ARTICLE20. FINISH AT THE TOP OF A HILL-CLIMB
There is no hill-climb finish stage in 2023.

ARTICLE 21. Individual time trial
There is no individual time trial stage in 2023.

ARTICLE 22. Prize list and special primes

Prizes will be presented according to the UCI Financial Obligations 2023
(on the attached sheet). For riders who are confirmed positive to doping
control and excluded from the competition, prizes for stages after the one
where the positive inspection was conducted will not be presented.

ARTICLE 23. Doping control

The UCI antidoping regulations are entirely applicable to the event.
Moreover, and in conformity with the law of JAPAN, the Japanese anti-
doping legislation “Act on the Promotion of Anti-Doping Activities in Sport”
is enforced.

ARTICLE 24. Official ceremony

All participants are obligated to attend the various official ceremonies
planned by the organizer in appropriate clothes. Wearing of cap,
sunglasses and headband are prohibited during ceremony.

The Opening Ceremony will be held at the parking lot of Disaster
Prevention Center in Asahikawa City from 9:15 on Friday, September 8.
The official awards ceremony of Stage1, and 2 will be held right after
each stage.

The official awards ceremony of Stage3 and the overall awards ceremony
will be held at the Tohma Community Center “Matomaaru” from 14:30 on
Sunday, 10th September. Please note that wearing cycling shoes with
binding studs is forbidden in “Matomaaru”.

Riders at the top of each classification are obligated to wear a Leader
Jersey which indicates his placement.

The following riders must attend the official ceremony of relevant stage:
The awards ceremony of Stage 1 to 3:

The stage winner of King of Mountains, Points and Individual time.

The overall awards ceremony:

The 1st to the 3rd places of overall General individual Time classification.
The overall leader of team time classification and U26 team time
classification, King of Mountains and Points classification.

ARTICLE 25. Safety

In principle, only one lane of the left-hand side of the roads shall be used
in this event. Therefore, riders and drivers of all vehicles must strictly
keep left, except in sections where the use of the entire width of roads is
allowed. In Japan, crossing yellow centre line is also prohibited by traffic
regulations. Riders must obey commissaires instructions regarding riding
on public road.

Also, riders who have dropped a certain time behind the leading rider and
are ordered to stop racing by the rear gate vehicle must promptly do so
and board the sag-wagon.

Police vehicles will accompany the motorcade for the safety of the event.
<Priority of vehicles for emergency service>

Emergency vehicles, such as police cars, fire engines and ambulances,
have the right of way. Therefore, participants should draw to the left side
and proceed slowly and with caution when such vehicles approach.
<How to overtake on the road without yellow center line>

Make sure that there is no oncoming car by sounding alerting horns and
pass along the right side of the front car. The penalty shall apply in case
of the infringement in case of passing along the left side.

ARTICLE 26. Penalties
The UCI penalty scale is the only one applicable.

ARTICLE 27. On board camera
Use of On-board camera is not allowed, except in case of request from
organizer.
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
